His father John was a failed businessman and Joyce’s family had very little money
when he was growing up. Throughout his childhood and his teenage years, he
received his education from Catholic priests. In 1898, he became a student at
University College in Dublin.

Although his two greatest works, Ulysses and Finnegans Wake are set in
Dublin, James Joyce left his native country in 1902 and went to Paris. The rest of
his life was spent mostly abroad. Among other professions, Joyce worked as a
teacher and a journalist while he continued with his writing. Even though he lived
most of his life outside of Ireland, the fictional world he created in his novels is
based on friends, family and events from his time growing up in Dublin.
